In Eritrea- In the days leading up to Eritrea's Independence Day celebrations during the month of May, authorities arrested more than 140 
Christians in an attempt to quell any indications of dissent in the country 1 Unfortunately, the renewed crackdown on Christians does not seem 
to have abated. Officers raided three private homes in the capital of Asmara where devotees of this "unrecognized religion" had gathered for 
prayer. According to one report, the believers were promised release only if they disavowed their faith. Please remember these arrested 
believers who are held for their Christian faith and strengthen and sustain them. 
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
